            Transportation Policy and Leadership Forum  

 

The road to the future é.a large crowd from throughout middle and central Georgia 

turned out to hear Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT) Commissioner Vance Smith 
on August 12th.  In a meeting hosted by Three Rivers Regional Commission, the Meriwether 
County Commission and the Meriwether County Chamber of Commerce, Commissioner Smith 
gave an overview of the work and priorities of the GDOT and expressed an open door policy 
relative to working with leaders and citizens throughout the state to improve Georgiaôs 
transportation.  He also emphasized the importance of a  public/private partnerships relative to 
transportation issues.  

Angela Alexander, a legislative liaison with the GDOT explained HB277, which will come 
before the voters in 2012.  Prior to that time, there will be local district representatives   
convened to develop criteria to be used to select prioritized projects.  This process will 
culminate in a voter referendum on the ballot to determine whether to allow a 1% sales tax to 
support the projects. 

Page Siplon, Executive Director of the Georgia Center of Innovation for Logistics emphasized 
the role of his Center in exploring innovation in the ways goods and services are moved from 
one point to another.  He noted the projections for a continuing increase in the amount of 
freight tonnage to be moved across Georgia. 

Lanier Boatwright of the Three Rivers Regional commission, discussed the history of the East 
West Corridor Project  which would potentially connect Troup County to Bibb County in order to 
open up the western part of the state for Savannah Port access.  
KIA Motors in West Point, has served as a catalyst for reactivated 
interest in garnering support for a feasibility study to determine the 
most appropriate route. GDOT expressed an openness to the 
project, agreed on its importance and urged the counties which had 
a vested interest in the project to convene to discuss an action plan. 

The meeting was especially important for Meriwether County as it 
served as a vehicle to re-activate interest in the East West Corridor 
project and conveyed a posture of leadership to counties in our region and across the state.
